Proposed ordinance will divert more construction waste from landfills

Up to 29% of waste in landfills comes from construction and demolition activity. To divert this type
of waste from entering our landfills, the State has increased its requirement for diversion/recycling. As
mandated by the 2016 California Green Building Standards Code, the City is required to amend its local
construction and demolition waste management ordinance. In order to comply with the 2016 California
Green Building Standards Code, the recycling requirement must increase from a minimum of 50% to a
minimum of 65% of nonhazardous construction and demolition waste. The ordinance was considered by
City Council on December 20 and will be scheduled for second reading and adoption at the City Council's
January 3 meeting. If adopted, the changes take effect after thirty (30) days.
