Please be
reminded that residents of single-family homes may pre-
arrange collection of up to FIVE bulky items once a week at
no additional charge by calling Athens Services.

« Install "No Dumping" signs around your property. These
are commonly found at hardware stores or online.

« Keep the exterior of the property well lit to help reduce
illegal dumping and other crimes.

« Ask your tenants to report illegally dumped items as

soon as they see them. Call Athens to schedule a pickup.
The City of Norwalk is requesting that you be a courteous

neighbor when disposing of landscape debris. Lawn clippings
and leaves blown into the street can cause stormwater
pollution, where it can enter into storm drains, clogging the
system. Please make sure that your landscape contractor is
properly disposing of such debris and not blowing them into
the street or sidewalk. It is a violation of Norwalk Municipal
code 18.04.070, to sweep or blow grass clippings, leaves,
and other debris into the street and gutters
